Students are not required to wear school uniform but we ask that students wear appropriate clothing for the day
and should bring with them a swimming kit, towel, sun screen, hat and some old trainers or water boots to wear in
the water.

Attendance on this visit is
dependent on good behaviour from the point the activity has been paid for.

Water equipment will be provided and safety guidance will be applied by trained staff at the centre, please ensure
your son/ daughter has spare clothes, suitable footwear for dry and wet activities.

The cost of the activity is £48.20 which covers the cost of the activity, travel, administration costs and insurance.
This should be paid in full as soon as possible and no later than Friday 24" June 2022. Places are limited so we
will operate a first come, first served basis. There will be a small surplus of tickets sold to create a paid-up waiting
list in case of student absence; this activity will be refunded if the visit is not made.
