THE DAY HOME

‘The Day’ is a resource we use in school
regularly. The Day is a daily online
newspaper for secondary schools

in the United Kingdom “which links
news stories to the national curriculum
and encourages pupils to debate and
engage with the wider world.” However,
now they have launched ‘The Day
Home’, a daily newsletter for parents
and guardians designed to help enrich
their children’s learning with real-world
knowledge and skills. Published 7am
Monday to Friday and entirely free for
the duration of school closures, ‘The Day
Home’ hopes to set young people on
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structure of the school day at home.
How should | structure my child’s day?

This is largely up to you and will depend
on your family circumstances. For
example, as a family you may have to
share IT facilities and therefore it wouldn’t
be fair for us to insist on a rigid structure.
We share a suggested timetable for the
day and this aims to ensure that our
students get a balanced day and take
part in other healthy activities - reading,
helping around the house, getting outside
etc. Your child could follow their school
timetable if you feel this is the best option
for them.

Why do you release all of the work at
the start of the day?

Originally, we released work during the
timetabled lessons but parental feedback
suggested this was difficult if siblings
were sharing IT or parents were working
remotely. Therefore, we release all work
by 8.00 a.m. so that families can plan
their day. People also wanted to be able
to do Joe Wicks at 9 a.m.! However,
students can still do their work in the
order of their timetable for that day.
